Introduction

This report is based on 100% follow up of all young people who left publicly funded secondary schools in Scotland, between 1 August 2006 – 31 July 2007.  It also includes leavers from Local Authority and other special schools.  The data relates to the latest known destination of school leavers as at 5 October 2007.  A school leaver is classed as a young person of school leaving age who left school during or at the end of the school year, where the school year is taken to run from 1 August to 31 July.

The proportion of young people entering further and higher education has fallen very slightly from 47.5% in 2005-06 to 47.4% in 2006-07 which is below the national average of 52.7%.  The proportion leavers entering further education has reached a five year high of 22.4%.  The proportion of leavers entering employment and training (34.4%) is 0.9% higher than the national average (33.3%).
The percentage of leavers who are unemployed and seeking has dropped less than one percentage point from 2005-06 to 15.3%, although this is above the national average of 11.1%.  School leavers whose destination is unknown to Careers Scotland has fallen to a five year low of 0.7% compared to 5.5% in 2002-03.
The percentage of female leavers continuing their education in either higher or further education is 55.3% compared to 40.2% for males and of those entering further education 60.9% are female.  The % of males entering employment and training is 9.8% higher than that for females.  18% of males leaving school become unemployed and this represents 61.6% of the 15.3% of all leavers reported as being unemployed and seeking.
